ALSCO® Gutter Guard with the SureFit Clip™ is designed for easy installation on 4’ 5” and 6” K-style gutters. Itis IMPORTANT to read
the safety notice and complete installation instructions below before installation. ALSCO Gutter Guard will not perform properly un-
less it is installed according to the manufacturer’s instructions.

General Instructions:
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****Do NOT install this product on copper gutters****

1. Make sure that gutters are properly pitched to fully drain. Be sure that there are no loose hang-
ers or spikes. Make the front lip of the gutter as straight as possible. The gutter must not touch the
front of the ALSCO Gutter Guard panel.

2. Remove all leaves, debris, strainers and screening from the gutters and downspouts.

3. Determine how many ALSCO Gutter Guard panels you need for each run. Allow some extra for
overlapping of panels and for sealing the ends of runs.

4. Insert SureFit Clips into positioning slots approximately 8 to 10 inches from each end of every
4-foot panel*. Be sure that the “tooth” of the clip is completely seated inside the slot in the panel
(See Fig. 1). This step is most easily done before climbing the ladder.

Tip: Clip is easily inserted using a pliers to grasp the longer section of the “tooth” arm (see Fig. 2),
while holding the screw tab with your other hand. (see Fig. 2a) Pull up slightly on the screw tab to
release the spring tension on the tooth, then slide the tooth into the slot in the panel. Caution: Do not
deform the dlip. If you do, you can restore the tension necessary to hold the clip to the panel by
pushing in the opposite direction. When correctly installed, the clip will not come off of the panel.

5.Beginning at one end of the run, cut the end of the panel as needed for an end cover, inside miter
or outside miter (see cutting instructions on the next page).

6. Slide the back edge of the panel under the starter course of shingles, but on top of any ice and
water shield or underlayment. (see Fig.3)

7. Position the SureFit Clip so that the round screw hole is resting on top of the front lip of the gutter
and the positioning tabs of the SureFit Clip are tight against the back side of the gutter lip. (see Fig. 3)

Tip: Insert the blade of the putty knife into the gap between the lip of the gutter and panel to help
align and support the panel.

8. Screw the SureFit Clips securely to the top of the gutter lip using the screws provided. (see Fig. 3)

9. Repeat this process to install remaining ALSCO Gutter Guard panels, overlapping the end of each
new panel %2 -1" over the previously installed panel.

* In areas with high snow accumulation or when gutters are not very straight, it is recommended that an additional SureFit Clip be installed in the center of the panels.

Additional clips are sold separately.
